 Our Mission Statement defined per the Statement of CSFNM.  
We desire to serve the general public about creation and scientific research facts and issues in accordance with the baseline of a literal interpretation of the Bible.  We support creation research and scientists who adhere to the Scientific Method and we also support the Church in general with creation related science issues and information that would help the general public to understand God and what He did in creating the Universe and its Laws of Design and Order.  However, we are not a Church, nor are we a branch of a Church, but we serve the Church as a scientific body. We are simply scientific minded Christians from various church backgrounds and varying levels of education.  We agree on the basics of Biblical Teaching as declared in our Statement of Faith, but we do have minor differences concerning methods of worship, type of music genre, baptism and so on.

 

Concerns for the Creation Science Fellowship:

· The Bible's standing in our society. For approx. 85% of adult Americans, the Bible is little understood, let alone even read.  For nearly 95% of the population, those under 18 have little or no understanding of Scripture.  For those 18-30, the Bible is totally rejected by the vast majority of those who attend secular college and even many "Christian" colleges. We have to treat Americans as the Apostle Paul approached the Greeks in his day.  Assume no knowledge.  We start with the first 11 chapters of Genesis, then the story of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob and then go to John chapter 1-7 and then chapters 18-21.  Our concentration would be Genesis, II Peter 3 and Revelation 20-22. 

· Evolution is believed by whom? It is believed by 90% of adult Americans, only because they are told what to believe and the myth that science, especially by those who wear white coats, has all the answers necessary for a full life.  Americans have been propagandized to believe that serious Christians are extremists.  Among the Mainline Denominations Church people, they almost all believe Evolution in some form.  Even among Evangelical Churches, many would embrace Theistic Evolution, the Gap Theory, or more likely no theory at all, because it is too controversial and divisive. 

· What is the relation of our message to salvation?  We differ from the Intelligent Design folks, because we know who the Intelligent Designer is and what his name is.  However, apart from this, we differ among ourselves depending on what flavor our Church and upbringing is and what our eschatological position is.  And also whether we are strict Calvinistic or strict Arminius, or something in-between.  We believe that we should allow the Holy Spirit to convict men on the reasonableness and logic of the evidences that we present on God's Creation that would lead to their Salvation.  We witness to God's Salvation Plan, but it is not our prime focus, although we wish that to be an end result of an unbeliever.  We desire to equip the saints to be able to give a reason for the hope that is within us and to earnestly contend (defend) for the Faith (Jude 2).  Our goal is to build up the saints and equip them first and then to witness to unbelievers about the Creation. 

· Strategy: To whom do we need most to speak to? And How?  We need to continue to do what we have been doing, which is Presenting Evidences and Arguments for the Creation in accordance with true Science, The Scientific Method, and the weaknesses and lack of evidences of the Evolutionary Theory.  We support keeping people informed of advances in Biblical based Science and Archaeology in order to provide a reason for trusting the Word of God.  We advocate using the latest methods of presenting these things to people via electronic audio/visual presentations and discussions. Provide for the public the truth of evidences and to expose the falsehoods of the secular teachers.  We strive to be aware of what's going on in the world and in our culture and to be prepared to remain true to good science and to Defend our Faith. 
Position of CSFNM with regard to scripture teachings: 
1. The Bible is the written word of God, inspired throughout and inerrant in the original autographs.

2. The Origins as described in Genesis 1-11 is a factual, historical presentation of truth.

3. The original Creation was 6,000 to 10,000 years ago, not billions of years.

4. All animals are created according to their kind.

5. Man is the capstone of God’s Creation and was made in the Image of God.

6. The Creation acts of God were completed in 6 literal days.

7. The historical Flood of Noah was a world-wide event and catastrophic.
8. The law of decay and death did not exist before the Fall of Adam and Eve.

9. The whole creation (Universe) is under the curse of decay and death with the passage of time.

10. Mankind is descended from the 3 sons of Noah.  There is only one “race”. 

11. The origin of the diversity of languages began at the Tower of Babel (Confusion).

12. The Sun, Moon, and all the stars (including of all heavenly objects) were created and placed in the expanse on the Fourth Day of the Creation Week.

13. The calendar week is not based on any astronomical concept, but is derived from the time of Creation.
