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 What is the mystique of Evolution? Why is the concept so openly embraced by certain segments of the “scientific community, so called?” Why is it taught as Science in the schools of our nation [K-12+]? Why is it so popular? Is it some esoteric concept known only to the wise and passed down to the great “unwashed?” (Ref. To the Common man)   Or, does the atheist look upon it as verification of his beliefs? “Certainly,” he may say, “I know there is no God and now I have, scientific proof of the non-existence of a Creator.”

 Evolution is not only an unproved theory; it is also a disproved theory; yet the lofty world of intellect, science, and education, lies largely within its seemingly all-encompassing grasp. Francis Darwin, son of Charles Darwin, the famed evolutionist, in his book “The Life and Letters of Charles Darwin” quoted his Father as noting with great astonishment the appeal and widespread vogue of the theory he (his father) described in his book, “On the Origin of Species”. Surprisingly, Charles Darwin said, “I was a young man with unformed ideas. I threw out theories and suggestions, wondering at all times over everything, and to my astonishment the ideas took like wildfire; men made a religion of them.” He later stated, “If it could be demonstrated that any complex organ existed which could not possibly have been formed by numerous slight modifications my theory would absolutely break down.” 

 Men liked Darwin’s theory, whether it could be proved or not. The question is: why do they like it? This essay will attempt to give a few possible answers:
 If the “Doctrine of Evolution” (DOE) were just a scientific theory, if it only addressed the means by which the world was created; it would not present the problems that it presents today. But the DOE is far more than that. At first glance it appears simply to be an abstract concept such as might arouse the interest of some theorists and educators. The problem comes when once accepted, evolution has had far-reaching consequences. It permeates nearly everything in society. It cannot be divorced from the realm of the spiritual or the metaphysical. It radically affects the concept of a Creator God. In fact it utterly destroys belief in divinity. It radically affects the doctrines of sin, salvation, Scripture, Christ and the Bible. There are some today that think they can accept the DOE or one of its derivatives and still be called Christian. Do these misguided individuals really know what the Bible teaches and what the ultimate meaning of the DOE is?

 If Satan can implant an idea, or a false premise in the heart of man, he can then confidently wait for it to bear fruit whether it be a year, a decade or a century. Eventually, if presented correctly, it will bear fruit. Just the suggestion of origins, vouched for by “the learned” is sufficient to establish authenticity. The creation story coached in the language of science is enough to validate it. Evolution is what Darwin said, it had become: a religion. But what kind of religion is it. It is a religion totally antagonistic to the Bible and whose end-point is the replacement of Christianity with the DOE. To many it is fascinating and its appeal to the subconscious seems to be irresistible.

 To the reprobate mind, the concept of God is a heavy burden to be carried. If God can be eliminated from the equation of life, living can ostensibly be made much easier. Since the time of Adam sinful man has become much like Adam who tried his best to hide from God. As the apostle Paul said in Romans 1:28: “… since they did not think it worthwhile to retain the knowledge of God, he gave them over to a depraved mind, to do what ought not to be done” (NIV).  Yet despite all of man’s efforts God is very hard to get away from. At some point He is indispensable. Science needs Him; philosophy can’t do without Him.  He alone is the goal or the starting-point of all thinking. The human heart desperately needs Him. Nothing is more futile and meaningless as human existence apart from God. Society needs Him; men cannot hold up morally and socially without God, and for the same reason nations need Him.

 However, the first great attraction of evolution is that it gets rid of God; it gets rid of the idea of One capable of creating. Evolution disproves the idea of intelligent design. It relegates God to mythology, and to superstition. The DOE says that through eons of time, through gradual changes in “things” the world through gradualism and natural selection reached the highly developed stage it has attained today. So, the troublesome concept of “God” has been done away with. He has been eliminated from his affairs and man’s relationship with Him has been wiped out. This then becomes the first great appeal of the DOE.

 And yet, once the first euphoric feeling of freedom from God has passed, a sense of desolation has to settle upon the human soul who has so decisively done away with God. The evolutionist must feel alone in a vast wilderness of an unfeeling, an uncaring and unforgiving universe. There are the merciless laws of nature, the survival of the fittest, which offer no degree of solace to the man who succumbs to the wiles of the devil. As the psalmist so succinctly states: “The fool says in his heart there is no God” (Psalm 14:1). The man who succumbs to the wiles of Satan may say jauntily and with a great air of “knowledge” that all is well but just think, he can never say, “My Father in Heaven.” He does not have a Father; he is an orphan, alone and finds no love in an alien world; his only solace coming from men of like mind. His most heartfelt needs are unmet and when he asks himself the inevitable questions, “Why am I here?” and “Where am I going?” there is no answer, there is only hollow musing, there is only unfathomable pain.   But the man thinks: ‘there is a sense of comfort in my belief’. ‘Consider mankind’, he says. ‘What is he?’ He is still striving to reach that definitive pinnacle of absolute perfection by his own means. Supposedly, Billions of years have passed and now standing on a lofty plateau he looks forward and upward to that tall mountain of time just ahead of him. Where and what will mankind be like with another few “million years of evolution” behind him? The thought is mesmerizing to him as he tries to think what his progeny will be like. Here he is now, the product of untold millions of years of progressive mutation. This must mark another aspect to the mystique of evolution. But alas, he will never be able to know for sure. When he dies, others must carry on where he left off. There is nothing more for him beyond the grave. 

 ‘Down through the long corridor of time he has climbed ever upward from that first chance highly explosive outpouring of elementary chemical particles, to the coalescing of matter into molecular forms and then from inanimate chemicals that somehow, over eons of time, rearranged themselves into significant forms and begat life. And what was the result? From primitive life forms moving ever upward to more and more complex life forms beginning with a “simple” one celled organism, through fish, foul, reptile, ape and lo homo-sapiens-man as we know him today evolved from those humble beginnings.’
   

What a grand progression this has been, how clearly this shows up in the fossil records. He sees proof of this in what has been described as the Geologic Column, a series of geological eras, each with a name and with an appropriate duration that can be dated from a time scale associated with it. Any given rock formation occupies a position in that Column and supposedly can be dated as to the time of its formation. Therefore fossils, found in these various formations can be “age dated.” The fossils can be dated from the formations they occupy, and the fossils they contain can date the formations, (an interesting form of circular reasoning). It is stated that one can see this Geologic Column in nature; but, the only place it really exists is in textbooks.
Now man has a wide-open field. He has no need for a new birth, no need for atonement, no need for help from above. All he needs is a chance for more and more development, and those who follow the religion of the DOE have promised this to him. The making of a god is within him and given enough time he thinks he can reach that egotistical goal. So evolution flatters man, one more facet in the mystique of evolution.

How does Evolution deal with the problem of Sin? Very easily, the evolutionist knows sin is just a deficiency in man that will be corrected in future generations. It is just the product of imperfect development; it’s just an accident on that far-reaching road that leads quintessentially upward.

 How does evolution deal with that troublesome book, the Bible? Had it never been written, it would have solved many of the problems the evolutionist has to contend with today. He has been told that the Bible had a supernatural origin, but he can’t deal with this; there is no room for the supernatural in the realm of evolution. ‘Like man’, the Bible, he says, ‘also evolved over a period of time’. ‘It sprang from the consciousness of a people, the Hebrew nation, who had a certain genius, a certain flair for religion just as the Greeks had a certain genius for art and philosophy, and the Romans for civil engineering and war. The Bible evolved from a primitive complex of deity and myth and eventually became a series of multifaceted laws and superstitions. From this beginning there ultimately evolved a man the Bible calls Jesus, the ultimate religious genius.’
But, the Bible is not the record of man's waning error, as the evolutionist perceives it, but of God's rising truth. It takes little insight to perceive that the DOE is the inner source of the destructive criticism, the liberalism and modernism that has denied the truth of God's Word to this day.

If there is no supernatural, no intervention from “on high”, if there is nothing but the eternal unvarying natural laws and the progressive development of the DOE, then Christ our Lord is also just a product of evolution but in no way is He supernatural. He was no different than any of us, there was no virgin birth; there were no miracles. How could there be? ‘Belief in the supernatural is simply the superstitious musings of uneducated and ignorant men who are more to be pitied than to be debated with.’
If Jesus’ death had no more meaning for the world than the death of any other man, and He certainly did not arise from the dead; everyone knows this is impossible. He did not ascend into Heaven, for there is no such place, and therefore the promise of His return has no meaning in this natural materialistic world. The gospels are of no consequences and must be relegated to the bookshelf of legends. There may be room in the mind of the evolutionist for a hero, a great leader, but an individual born of a virgin, what nonsense. There is no need in the life of the evolutionist for a redeemer; man is his own redeemer, whatever that means. If one were to look at the DOE as a science then one must conclude that it is a miserable failure. It gives not one clue concerning the origin of matter, the origin of life nor can it give any evidence of design in nature.

One must look at evolution as a demonic device cleverly calculated to harden the hearts of men who have loved darkness more than light. Paul, the inspired biblical writer in his first letter to the Corinthians stated it well:       “Where is the wise man? Where is the scholar? Where is the philosopher of this age? Has not God made foolish the wisdom of the world? For since in the wisdom of God, the world through its wisdom did not know him, God was pleased through the foolishness of what was preached to save those who believe” (1 Corinthians 1:20-21 NIV).

In summary then, the “Doctrine of Evolution” has in this enlightened generation, resulted in a generation that looks not to God for enlightenment, but to the “prince of this world” for insight. There is no God, no Savior; hence there is no need for salvation. There is no sin, no new birth, no atonement, no judgment, no Heaven, and no hell. Man has no home. Once death overtakes him he ceases to exist. The misguided evolutionist often unknowingly quotes the Bible when he says that’ man came from dust and to that same dust he will return’. ‘There is nothing beyond the grave.’ As a scientific theory, evolution has failed man miserably. As a Satanic device, that has hardened the hearts of a foolish generation, it has been an unqualified success.
