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1.  The premise of the text seems to be a way to harmonize the Scripture's age of the earth (6000 to 10,000 years) with the Scientist's age of the earth (4.5 billion years) and the universe (13-20 billion years).  This book attempts to use Einstein's Relativity Theory to show that long periods of time are consistent with the short time history of the Bible.

2.  This appears to be another "Gap Theory" approach in order to harmonize the Bible with Science.   The author however makes a very fundamental error in that he assumes that science is correct and our interpretation of scripture is faulty.  The reverse must be the baseline for any scientific endeavor, i.e. the scriptures take precedence over science when there is a conflict.

3.  The author makes another fundamental error in that he discounts the Biblical implications and the science contained therein regarding the universality of the Genesis Flood and the tremendous forces involved, especially the moon-earth tidal forces when there is no obstructing land masses during the first 150 days or so.  He ignores the hydraulics of water deposition and assumes that the layers of sedimentary rock, etc. were laid down over long periods of time.  (The Mt. St. Helen's eruption and evidences afterward should end this argument.)

4.  The author relies heavily on Jewish Scholars from previous century, who were not scientists and were not even good theologians.

5.  A glaring error the author makes is that he claims that the earth did not exist for the first two days or so during the creation week.  This is totally contrary to scripture.  He ignores that fact that the Sun, Moon, and Stars were not created and put in place in the Firmament (Expanse—Hebrew: “ragia”) until the fourth day.

6.  The author does show any mathematics to prove his point, but gives a lot of words which prove nothing.  He discusses the Relativity and Doppler theories, but does not show exactly how they apply.

7. The author seems to combine Theistic evolution along with his "harmonization" theories.  There is no proof that anything has evolved from any other kind.  He also casts doubt on the creation account for Eve.

Conclusion:  I thought that the book may shed new light on the expansion of the universe and some clear interpretations of the Biblical Genesis account, but I was greatly disappointed.


It is my opinion that the book is basically worthless both from a scientific standpoint and a theological exegesis of scripture. The effort to harmonize science and scripture just does not work.
